Purpose
The House was officially established and opened in

April, 1988 as a residence for international students
and researchers, with the aim of promoting
international exchange in education and academic
research.

Administration
Administrative affairs related to the House are
handled by the International Division.

Facilities, Equipment and Fixtures

The House is a reinforced concrete building with 3
stories (partially 2) consisting of management areas,
common-use facilities, and private rooms. The total
building area is approximately 1,502 .

Garbage must be disposed of individually and
responsibly by each resident.

Single Rooms

When a student or a researcher moves into
the House, he/she must pay a security deposit for
cleaning and maintenance fees to the Financial
Division to cover any incurred costs and settle cleaning
fee upon his/her departure from the House.

Internet
If you want to use the internet in each room, you
need to prepare and subscribe to an Internet service
(such as a mobile or home router) at your own
expense, which does not require installation work.
Router rental services are available upon request.

Delivery services

When using home delivery services such as
newspapers and clothes cleaning services, or Internet
sales such as Amazon, residents should directly handle
delivery and payment with the service provider. The
International Division cannot receive it on your behalf.

Visitors
Visitors (friends and family) should use the 1st floor
lounge. Overnight stays in resident rooms are not
allowed. Staff or maintenance workers, including men,
may enter rooms for inspection or repairs.
