Each kitchenette is equipped with a sink,
cooking counter, water heater, IH (induction
heating) cooking stove, and microwave oven.
Single residents are requested to cook in these
areas. Please handle oil and IH stoves with care.
Garbage must be disposed of individually and
responsibly by each resident.

Laundry Room (1st Fl, 2nd.Fl., and 3rd.Fl.)
Each laundry room is equipped with coin-operated
fully automatic washing machines and dryers for
residents' use.

Lounge (1st.Fl.)
The lounge is available for all residents to use.
(Please be quiet at night.)
