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In conference
  I reported my work about topographical effects on vegetation index with oral on the first day morning. And I discussed with Professor Iikura about topographical models in details. Professor Iikura is an Authority of topographical correction in Japan. He gave me some good advices and I got great inspiration. During conference, I can acquire many fields of remote sensing in Japan, which enrich my knowledge and vision.
Research in IRIOMTE Land
The IRIOMTE Land is one of lands in west-south of Japan, in which there are typical Mangrove forests. And URANAI River is the second longest river in the land, where there are primary six type of Mangrove vegetation: Ohilogi, Mehilogi, Yaeyamahirogi, Hirugimodoki, Hirugidamashi and yamapushiki. In our research, Yaeyamahirogi is the main objective of research. It is a unique tree in IRIOMTE Land. Some part of its root expose above the ground, which is not only absorb nutrients from the soil but also has synthesis-function. GPS with high accuracy are used to measure the elevation of the tree, and same time, the area of canopy is measured by an easy way. The two factors are very important to assess the vegetation-growth condition. And the analysis on the these data will be taken in future.
